1) A USA TV and trans-media Syndication Deal has been struck 
between producer Starfield Indie and US syndicator 321 Productions 

Inc.   

 

321 Productions (Chicago) will provide US syndication for the first season 

(26 episodes) of the factual series The Conspiracy Show with Richard 
Syrett, which is jointly produced by Starfield Indie and TFC Productions Inc.  

 

321 Productions Inc is an independent US Syndicator managed by its 

president Dan Zifkin.

“We 

worked closely with Dan and his personnel back in the Starhunter 
days to great effect and exceptional clearances.

The Conspiracy Show With Richard Syrett, is a TFC Productions Inc. / 

Starfield Indie co-production. The series is executive produced by renowned 

broadcaster Richard Syrett, Starfield Indie’s Philip Jackson & TFC’s Ron 

Craig.  
 

The factual series is a passionate, if thoughtful and high-quality 26 x 1hrs on 

the investigative subjects of paranormal experiments and conspiracy 

theories, has six episodes in the can and continues in production through 

July and August.

2) A parallel agreement between Starfield Indie and 321 

Production also grants 321 Productions all available US syndication rights, 

including TV and home entertainment rights in Starfield Releasing’s back-

catalogue of high marquee sci-fi classic, comedy and drama features. 

The initial back-catalogue deal will initially include 12 previously theatrically 
released titles for US TV distribution. Cast that includes Malcolm McDowell, 

Austin Pendleton, Ned Beatty, Michael Pare, Tony Lo Bianco, and cult stars 

Brian O'Halloran,  Brigitte Bako and Julie Strain, Tanya Allen, Sydney Penny 

among others. The back-catalogue content will be released with updated 

interactive extras, wide-screen & HD content. 

 

3) Starfield Indie (Toronto), in conjunction with Classic 
Productions Inc. (London) and in Co-Production with Circles and 

Lines GmbH (Munich) is pleased to announce the production start of 

the theatrical documentary CONTACT & DISCLOSURE.  Principal 

photography commenced over the past three weeks in Washington DC, 

Toronto and Waterloo, and will be continuing in Toronto, London (UK) and 
Paris over the next few weeks. 

 

CONTACT & DISCLOSURE is a feature length theatrical documentary, 

narrated by Michael Ironside, which undertakes a new, eye-popping, and 
urgent exploration the newest ideas, advances and questions in science with 

respect to the possibility of the existence of – or prospects of- contact with 

extra-terrestrial life.   

 
The film will also study the best documented of the millions of claims made 

over the decades that there has been extraterrestrial contact and consider 

the politics of international disclosure movements who believe that the data 

establishes that contact has in fact already been made between an ET 
civilization and major governments. These groups seek full disclosure with 

respect to the alleged contact. 

 

That this film is in production at the time that renowned astrophysicist 

Stephen Hawking has declared that humanity should not be drawing alien 
attention to itself and the SETI program is extending its reach, shows the 

pressing need for a high quality of discussion on this subject.  

 

Filmed across the world, Contact & Disclosure is not a sensationalist work, 
but an honest exploration of the questions and will incorporate the work of 

great minds from such Universities as Stanford, the Perimeter Institute, 

Cambridge (UK), U of T, and the University of Paris among others.
